The lecture aims to explain how Japan manages its large population of the elderly, both medically and socially, and within the country's unique cultural context. The objective is also to extract lessons useful in Switzerland and other western countries facing a similar rise in the elderly population.

The presentation will be both scientifically informative and filled with concrete advice on how to deal on a personal level with the fact of getting older.

Dr Hiroki Nakatani was Director-General at the Department of Health and Welfare of Disabled Persons in the Ministry of Health, Labor and Welfare before joining WHO as Assistant Director-General for HIV/AIDS, Tuberculosis, Malaria and Neglected Tropical Diseases. During his time at the Ministry, he has gained extensive knowledge on the topic of elderly persons in Japan.

Dr Nakatani also participated actively in many international health initiatives. He was a member of the G8+Mexico Global Health Security Working Group and chaired the Chemical Events Working Group for two years. From 1988 to 1993, he was seconded to the WHO in Geneva as a scientist in the Division of Development of Human Resources for Health. Dr Nakatani received his M.D. from the Keio University School of Medicine in 1977, his M.H.P.Ed from the University of New South Wales in 1980, and his Ph.D. from the Department of Hygiene and Public Health of Keio University in 2001.
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
